GOD IS IMMUTABLE (UNCHANGING & FAITHFUL)

TEXT:


2 Timothy 2:11-13; James 1:16-17; Hebrews 6:18`
Memory Verse—“But the Word of the Lord endures forever. And this is the word which was preached to you.” 1 Peter 1:25 (NASB)

Definition:  God is a person. He has attributes which reveal Who and What He is.

His essence is what He is, in other words, His intrinsic nature, name or character.
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Immutable: God is
always the same.
He does not
change.

Malachi 3.6 “For 1, the
Lord, do not change;
therefore you, O sons of
Jacob, are not
Consumed.”






       THE IMMUTABILITY/FAITHFULNESS OF GOD

1.  God is neither capable of, nor susceptible, to change: Matthew 3:6a; Hebrews 13:8.

2.  God is perfect and absolute stability: Isaiah 40:28; James 1:17.

3.  God (Trinity) cannot be better or worse than His essence. He is always true to every

      aspect of His essence. He never had a better day or a worse day, in contrast to man.

4.  Because He is immutable He always keeps His promises: Numbers 23:19; 2 Cor. 1:20.

5.  God’s stability comes from His Immutability + Omnipotence = Faithfulness.

6.  God’s Word and His works are unchangeable: Isaiah 40:8; Ecclesiastes 3:14

7.  Each member of the Godhead/Trinity possesses Immutability:

     A.  The Father: Hebrews 6:17; Psalm 33:11

     B.  The Son: Hebrews 13:8
     C.  The Holy Spirit: John 14:16

SERIES:  THE ESSENCE OF GOD; (L10) GOD IS IMMUTABLE & FAITHFUL

TEXT:

Introduction:

God has never changed and never will change (Heb. 13:8).  He can neither increase nor decrease.  His essence and attributes will always remain the same, no matter what.  If we understand this, then we can rest in the fact that no matter how inconsistent or unstable or undependable we are, God will always be consistent, stable, and dependable (2 Tim. 2:13).  When we are suddenly placed in the valley and feel like He no longer loves, understands, or can help us, we can ignore our feelings ignore those feeling when we recall to mind (Jer. 3:21-23) the fact of His immutability or faithfulness.  When He sustains us through all the uncertainties and instabilities in life, His immutability stands out (Heb. 13:5b, 8).  We are comforted by the idea that God thought about us in eternity past and contemplated/considered man’s sin and solution.  Grace found a way to save us through God becoming man and His love remained unchangeable as we entered into a personal relationship with G/F through His Son Jesus Christ.  The challenge to the unbeliever is to be hon-est with himself as to whether or not a genuine relationship exist or will walk in the dark forever.
The carnal Christian must come to grips with the fact that the hole that has resurfaced in his soul can only be filled in by the intake and application of the WOG.  Going to church will continue to be a life of ritual w/o reality until he is determined to become a committed Christian.  God gives us something of Himself when He gives us His Word (1 Cor. 2:16).  BD in the soul is the only stabili-zer in life.  Anything else is simply a house of cards waiting to be blown away (Jer. 17:5).  Genera-tion after generation suffers as we put God off while dropping our kids off to be raised by someone else.  The healing for your soul begins by giving God first place as seek, search, and delight in His Word. Then you will we experience that abundant life because you will have developed the capacity to appreciate every blessing He gives.  His faithfulness is found in what he provides.
CLOSE:
God’s faithfulness stems from his immutability.  He is faithful to 1) keep His promises, 2) He is faithful to forgive, 3) to keep us saved for all eternity, 4) deliver us from and in pressure or testing,

5) He is faithful to stabilize and protect the believer, and 6) He is faithful to carry out every detail of His plan which includes you (Jer. 29:11-13).  The question is will you continue to turn from His help and spurn His never ending love or will you finally allow Him to be the Good Shepherd of your life that He longs to be, today?
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
