LESSON 11: 

GOD IS ABSOLUTE TRUTH (VERACITY)

TEXT: 


2 Timothy 3:16-17; 2:15; 1 Peter 1:22-23
Memory Verse—“in hope of eternal life, which God, who cannot lie, promised long ages
ago,”  Titus 1:2 (NASB)

Definition:  God is a person. He has attributes which reveal Who and What He is.
His essence is what He is, in other words, His intrinsic nature, name or character.
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The Doctrine of the Veracity of God

1.  God is perfect/absolute truthfulness; there never was a time when He was in error. 

     What He says is certain, correct, and dependable: Psalm 25:5; John 14:6.
2.  God cannot lie: Deuteronomy 32:4b; Hebrews 6:18. Man often finds it easy to adjust
     to others by lies and deceit, but God never had to make such an adjustment.

3.  His veracity (truth) is eternal: Psalm 117:2. God is the source of truth and it has never
     been diminished or compromised in Him.

4.  God’s truth is revealed in three areas: His ways (Psalm 25:10; 86:15), His works 

     (Psalm 33:4; 111:7-8; Daniel 4:37), and in His Word (2 Samuel 7:28; Psalm 119:9).
5.  We can depend on His veracity to sustain us: Psalm 91:4; 119.

6.  Each member of the Godhead/Trinity possesses veracity or absolute truth:

     A.  The Father: John 7:28

     B.  The Son: 1 John 5:20; cf. John 1:14; 14:6; Revelation 19:11

     C.  The Holy Spirit: 1 John 5:6; cf. John 14:17; 15:26; 16:13

SERIES: THE ESSENCE OF GOD; (L11) GOD IS ABSOLUTE TRUTH

TEXT:
Introduction:

Because God is truth itself, He always acts in veracity (in “devotion to truth or truthfulness”) and acts in faithfulness to man (Ps. 33:4).  Because it is impossible for God to lie, we know that His every Word to us is true.  The Bible is God’s revelation to man.  We can always depend on His Word.  If we know that God is true and His Word is true, and if we claim His promises, then the essence of God will become a source of encouragement to us.  The result will be that we will be able to pray in faith (Phil. 4:6), pray without ceasing, and pray with thanksgiving (1 Thess 5:18).
God veracity provides truth in Bible doctrine.  Before the Bible (canon of Scripture) was completed, God’s veracity was manifested in various ways: He spoke verbally (Gen. 17:1-2 =

Abrahamic Covenant); He sent angels to teach; He used prophets, priest and other communi-cators.  But now that the Canon of Scripture is completed, God speaks through His Word.
Before God in His can honor or vindicate His Word in the souls of men three spiritual requirements must be met.  First, WE MUST BE BORN AGAIN (John 3:16).  “That which is born of flesh is flesh; and that which is born of Spirit is spirit (John 3:6), and it is impossible for the unbeliever to understand the things of God (1 Cor. 2:14.  Secondly, WE MUST RELY UPON THE HOLY SPIRIT (1 Cor. 2:12).  If we approach the Word without the FGHS via confession of known sins, We may find information, but wisdom and power will be beyond our grasp.  This is true not just for unbelievers, but also for believers who are walking in the flesh rather than the Spirit (NASA).  Third and last, WE MUST APPROACH THE WOG IN FAITH (John 7:17). God shares His deepest secrets only with those who approach His Word in humility and trust.

True understanding and power are reserved for only for those willing to obey God.  When we find Scripture at odds with our ideas or desires we must let the Bible be the authority.  Where the Word of God contradicts what we think, desire, or want, we must adjust to the Word and not try to get the Word to adjust to us.  Why?  Because the Word of God is absolute truth and we must 

Align our life with it.  Every sin sick soul must get their prescription from the Great Physician, but in order to be healed in the CWL you cannot simply accept the Physician and reject His remedy.
