TEXT:                   Daniel 4:30-37; Psalm 46:10-11             
Memory Verse—“All the inhabitants of the earth are accounted as nothing, but He does according to His will in the host of heaven and among the inhabitants of the earth; and no one can ward off His hand or say to Him, ‘What have You done?’” Daniel 4:35 (NASB)
Definition:  God is a person.  He has attributes which reveal Who and What He is.

His essence is what He is, in other words, His intrinsic nature or character.  
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Psalms 135.6 “Whatever

the Lord pleases, He does,
In heaven and in earth, in
the seas and in all deeps.”








   THE SOVEREIGNTY OF GOD

1. God is the Supreme Being of the universe (Heb. 6:13), therefore the Highest King 
     (Ps. 47:7; 115:3).

2. God has absolute will and does whatever He pleases (Ps. 115:3).
3. In His Sovereignty He pleased to give man free will –“whosoever” (John 3:16).

4. The meeting place of the two wills is the cross (John 10:17-18; Rom 5:8; John 3:16).

5. God’s Sovereign Plan for the human race is revealed in Scripture:

     i. Phase 1, Salvation: Believer in His Son Jesus Christ as Savior (John 14:6; 3:36).
     ii. Phase 2, Time here on earth: Be filled with the Holy Sprit, grow in grace, and 

         witness to others about His gracious kingdom (Eph. 5:18; 2 Pet. 3:18; Matt. 28:19).
     iii. Phase 3, Eternity: To be justly rewarded and live with Him forever (1 Cor. 3:15).
SERIES:  THE ESSENCE OF GOD; (L2) GOD IS SOVEREIGN

Text:
        Daniel 4:30-37; Psalm 46:10-11
Introduction: 
God’s divine will is above every will; He always has everything under his control. He as, Creator, is king, ruler over all creation.  He has assigned to every living thing its place in the universe and the scope of its freedom and authority.  If we know this then we should be able, in the midst of the most difficult circumstances, in the darkest times of our lives, to give thanks to Him.  Only when we acknowledge His sovereignty and yield ourselves to His will, can we rest knowing that we occupy the only safe place in the universe, the center of His will (Ps. 118:8). In this relationship
we have with God there is no higher nor more intimate knowledge than that of the 

essence of God.  The more we come to know Him the simpler yet more profound life becomes.  
We can rest in the fact that even if “we” do not always know what He is doing; we only have to know that “He” knows what knows what He is doing. The benefits of obeying the Lord’s will and the consequences of ignoring His will are compelling reasons to search out God’s desire for your life (Ps. 37:4-5).  The Lord doesn’t play games with His children by hiding His thoughts from us.  His greatest desire is that we live out His plan for our lives.  Too many Christians are confused about whether it is possible to know the Father’s will for their lives.  This primarily stems from an unwillingness to submit to the authority of the Word of God.  It is outlined in Jeremiah 29:11-13.  To reject it can be devastating (Prov. 8:36), a result ODC. 
CLOSE:
Determining which way to turn on this spiritual journey does not have to be a mystery for the believer.  God has a perfect plan and purpose for each of our lives, but we must be willing to ask for His help and follow His directions.  Why? Because He is Sovereign and He loves us.  Eventhough He is the Highest King in the universe he still invites all who are “weary and heavy laden to come to Him so that He can give them rest.”  He ask that we take His yoke upon us and to learn from Him, because he is gentle (prautes) and humble in heart.   When we comply with His will we will find rest for our souls.
