GOD IS ALWAYS JUST AND FAIR

TEXT: 


Romans 5:1-6
Memory Verse—“Now then let the fear of the Lord be upon you; be very careful what you do, for the Lord our God will have no part in unrighteousness or partiality or the taking of a bribe.” 2 Chronicles 19:7 (NASB)
Definition:  God is a person. He has attributes which reveal Who and What He is.

               THE JUSTICE OF GOD

1. God is just. It is impossible for God to be unfair in the function of divine justice 
    (Deut. 32:4; 2 Chron. 19:7; Zeph. 3:5; Nahum 1:3; Hab. 1:13a).

2.  His Justice demands that disobedience against His laws be punished (John 3:36).

3.  God is a judge that placed a penalty on sin (Psalm 50:6b; Romans 6:23).

4.  God’s Justice is satisfied because of His perfect provision in the virgin birth of

     Jesus Christ and His ability to live on earth for thirty-three years without sin until 
     the sins of humanity were placed upon Him as He hung on the cross as our sub-
     stitute (John 3:16; Matt. 1:23; Romans 5:6,8; 2 Cor. 5:21; Psalm 22; Rom. 6:23). 

5.  Therefore God is Just to forgive (Romans 8:1) and Just to condemn (John 3:18).
6.  The principle is: Grace always precedes judgment (John 3:16; John 3:36).

Series:  THE ESSENCE OF GOD (L4): GOD IS ALWAYS JUST AND FAIR

Text:     

Introduction: 

God is absolutely; it is impossible for Him to do anything unfair (Deut 32:4).  By virtue of His being the Creator, God has the absolute right of authority over His creatures.  He has given man fair and righteous laws which everyone of us has broken (Rom. 3:23; Col. 1:16).  God’s Righteous-ness, the principle of his Integrity, demands that disobedience against His laws be punished.  God’s Justice, the function of His Integrity, fulfilled that demand when God the Son on the cross took the punishment for all men’s sin and disobedience.  Because of this, God is just (fair and right) to forgive anyone who accepts Christ’s provision.  He is also just to condemn anyone who rejects His provision.  God’s justice will see to it that everything that falls in line with His righteousness will be blessed and everything that does not will be cursed.
Many people are offended by the idea of eternal punishment and the assertion that there is only one way of salvation, Jesus Christ (John 14:6).  Without the imputation of Adam’s sin and the resulting condemnation, God would not be able to impute or credit our personal sins to Christ on the cross.  If this were not done our eternal destiny would be dependent our living a life completely absent of personal sins, impossible (Isa. 64:6; Rom. 3:23).  God’s +R demands perfection for eternal relationship with Him.  A single bad decision could ruin it all, but His grace found a better way. Now the advantage is entirely ours.  A single good decision (Acts 16:31) saves us into eternal fellowship even against a lifetime of sin.  The CAB issue becomes temporal fellowship, cursing or blessing.  Understanding God’s Justice should give us constant assurance in our spiritual status.
CLOSE:
Salvation doesn’t cause you to become a perfect human being.  Christians are not immune to problems with temptation and failure.  However God does provide a grace provision to recover our spiritual balance and restore fellowship with him (1 Jn. 1:9; Ps. 66:18; Prov. 28:13).  Confes-sion of personal sins is simply recognizing that you has trespassed God’s perfect character and admit it to Him.  In order to fulfill God’s plan for your new life in His Son Jesus Christ, you need to, you must, it is critical that you continue with His plan for spiritual growth.  The Bible contains the oxygen you must inhale to sustain your spiritual life.  Bible doctrine is what keeps you spiritu-ally alive and well, and you need it every day.  This is done by adjusting to the Justice of God in prayer, study, application, and meditation.  This is what it means to be “Too blessed to be stressed.”  Why don’t you give your life over to God?  He can do so much more with it than you ever thought possible!  Now is the time to adjust to the Justice of God.
