GOD IS ETERNAL LIFE
TEXT: 



1 John 5:7-13

Memory Verse—“And the testimony is this, that God has given us eternal life, and this life is in His Son.”  1 John 5:11 (NASB)
Definition:  God is a person. He has attributes which reveal Who and What He is.

His essence is what He is, in other words, His intrinsic nature, name, or character.
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Eternal: God has
always existed and
will always exist.

Psalm 90.2 “Before the
mountains were born, or
Thou didst give birth to the
earth and the world, even
from everlasting to
everlasting, Thou art God.”









       The Doctrine of Eternal Life 
1.  God has eternal life which has neither beginning nor end, in contrast to the life of
     the believer, technically called “everlasting life,” which has no end but began at the 

     moment of faith in Christ (Ps. 90:2; Isa. 9:6; John 3:16; 14:6; Acts 16:31).
2.  God is the cause and origin of time. He is not subject to time (Ps. 102:27; 1Tim.
     1:17). He invented time so that He could manifest His eternal life to us, and we   
     could adjust to an eternal God by possessing His eternal life through faith in Christ.

3.  For both the believer and the unbeliever eternity is everlasting; but the unbeliever 
     who fails to make his decision for Jesus Christ in time, he will suffer everlasting 
     punishment and regret (Matt. 24:51; 25:46a; John 3:36).

4.  The believer has the assurance of everlasting life and joy in the presence of the Eternal

     God (Matt. 46b; John 8:51), resting in the fact that God is his refuge (Deut. 33:27).
5.  If God is gracious and thoughtful enough to give us time, we must be grace 
     oriented enough to give time back to Him. The basic means of giving in the  
     Christian life is the giving of time. The primary way is to set aside time to worship
     God by learning His word and applying it in our lives daily (Psalm 25:4-5; 90:12).
SERIES:  THE ESSENCE OF GOD (L6); GOD IS ETERNAL LIFE

Text: 

1 John 5:7-13

Introduction:

God always has existed and always will exist (1 Tim. 1:17).  He is the source of all life.  Jeremiah 10:10 states that: “He is the living God and the everlasting King.”
John 1:4 states: “In Him was life, and that life was the Light of men.”  He is not subject to time, because He existed before time was and is, in fact, the inventor of time.  Therefore, God always sees everything from the eternal perspective.  He always has our welfare in view, not only for time, but also for eternity.  If we under-
Stand this, we can be thankful under any circumstances (1 Thess. 5:17) because we know absolutely that God is working for our eternal good.  Psalm 113:3 says: “From the rising of the sun to its setting the name of the Lord is to be praised.”  
This is why as Christmas day approaches believers that have little materially and virtually devoid of possessions can still have a feeling of hope and peace while unbelievers and many carnal Christians who have more than they need materially, but lack faith can still feel as barren as a homeless person without shelter.  Com-forted in knowing that God did the most for you on the Cross you can experience peace even in the midst of material poverty and know the joy of generosity as you give of whatever meager means you may have.  Each member of the Trinity posses-ses eternal life: Father (John 5:26); Son (Micah 5:2; cf John 1:1-2), GHS (Isa. 48:16) We can receive this EL as a free gift (Rom. 6:23) and live a full life (Jn. 10:10).
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
