LESSON 7: 


GOD IS OMNISCIENT (ALL-KNOWING)

TEXT: 



Psalm 139:1-6; Romans 8:27-28
Memory Verse—“And there is no creature hidden from His sight, but all things are open and laid bare to the eyes of Him whom we have to do.” Hebrews 4:13 (NASB)
Definition:  God is a person. He has attributes which reveal Who and What He is.  

His essence is what He is, in other words, His intrinsic nature, name or character.
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        The Doctrine of Divine Omniscience

1.  Definition: Omniscience is an English word derived from two Latin words:

     Omni, meaning “all,” and Sciens, which means “knowing”—“all-knowing”.

     God knows all things; He is all-knowledge (1 Sam. 2:3; Job 26:6; Col. 2:3).

2.  Therefore He reads our minds.  God knows who is born again and who is not.

     He has always known every thought, motive, event, and action of every person 

     billions of years before they came on the scene (2 Tim. 2:19; Isa. 43:9; Acts 15:18).
3.  God’s knowledge is not related to or limited by time. God’s knowledge is out-
     side of time because He has eternal life ((Isa. 41:10; cf  41:26; 42:9; Acts 2:23).

4.  Therefore, God in His Omniscience works all things (good and bad) together for
     the good of those who belong to Him (Rom. 8:27-28).

5.   God’s knowledge is imparted to the believer through the Word (Bible doctrine)

      by means of reception, retention, and recall ( 1Cor. 2:9-12, 16; 2 Tim. 2:15).  
Series (L7):  THE ESSENCE OF GOD; GOD IS OMNISCIENT (ALL-KNOWING)

Text:

  Psalm 139:1-6; Romans 8:27-28

Introduction:

No one in the human race can ever begin to approach the infinite wisdom and understanding of God.  Romans 11:33 states, “Oh, the depth of the riches (wealth) both of the wisdom and knowledge of God!  How unsearchable are His judgments (decrees) and unfathomable his ways (plan)!”  Now this is a paradoxical statement when you consider that it is God’s intention that every believer come to understand EVERYTHING in the Bible, in time.  In Deuteronomy 29:29 Moses states, “The secret things belong to the Lord our God, but the things revealed belong to us and our sons forever, that we may observe all the words of this law.”  Anything which God intended to remain inscrutable or a mystery to our finite minds was not included in the Cannon of Scripture.  That which He did reveal He intends for us to understand as we build knowledge upon knowledge.  Remember that every book of the Bible was written by a human author who understood what He was recording as he was lead by the Spirit (2 Pet. 1:21; 2 Tim. 3:16-17).
Each member of the Trinity is Omniscient.  The Scripture gives reference to G/F in Heb. 4:13; to the Son in John 18:4, and G/HS in 1 Cor. 2:11.  In addition to knowing everything past, present and future, God also knows the actual and everything possible (iffy).  He has known and under-stood everything forever.  He cannot be confused or surprised.  Nothing is news to God.  If we understand that He is omniscient, then we will always know that a wisdom greater than our own
is in control of circumstances and situations that occur.  This knowledge should give us comfort because we always know where to go with our questions and problems (READ > Job 42:2-3).

CLOSE:
Our knowledge is based on time.  We often say that “hindsight is better than foresight.”  We can go back and evaluate things that have happened in the past, see our failures and, hopefully, learn from them.  But none of us knows exactly what will happen tomorrow because we are limited by and we’re slaves to time.  The blessing comes from knowing who holds tomorrow, that God’s knowledge is superimposed over time.  We may not understand the adversities and sufferings that come into our lives, yet when we view them in retrospect, it becomes apparent that God knew all along what He was doing.  Jesus stated in John 13:7 with a discerning answer from His Omniscience,
“What I do you do not realize now, (ignorant of the Biblical implications, due to the limitations of time) but you will understand hereafter (after these things).”
K.I.S.S.  If His eye is on the sparrow, certainly it is on you and me.  Thank Him on Happy days and trust Him on Hurtful days, because He does care for you me.   Amen!
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
