TEXT: 


Psalm 139:7-12; 1 John 1:5 
Memory Verse—“Know therefore today, and take it to your heart, that the Lord, He is God in heaven above and on earth below; there is no other.” Deuteronomy 4:39 (NASB)
Definition:  God is a person. He has attributes which reveal Who and What He is.

His essence is what He is, in other words, His intrinsic nature, name, or character.

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        The Doctrine of Divine Omnipresence

1.  God is ever present, He is not limited to space or time. This means He is both imma-
      nent (in space) and transcendent (outside of space). Jeremiah 23:24; Acts 17:27
2.  God is everywhere at the same time. He penetrates and fills the entire universe and 

     everything beyond the universe to infinity. Psalm 139:7; Proverbs 15:3

3.  We cannot hide ourselves or our sins from God. Psalm 139:7-12
4.  We can faith-rest any situation because of God’s omnipresence. Matthew 28:20

5.  Omnipresence is ascribed to each Person of the Godhead. Deut. 6:4; Mark 12:29

SERIES (L8): The Essence of God; God Is Omnipresent (Ever-Present)
TEXT: 
         Psalm 139:1-6;

Introduction: 

God is always in all places.  He fills the entire universe and everything beyond it.  Because God is immanent (in space) and transcendent (outside of space) it made impossible for Jesus Christ to go to the Cross as God as God.  Deity cannot reduce itself to one place; therefore, He had to become true humanity.  When Jesus Christ went to the Cross, He did not bear our sins in His divine essence, but IN HIS OWN BODY (1 Pet. 2:24; Ps. 22).  His deity always remained undiminished with regard to his Omniscience.  This means He can see and hear everything all the time and is always present in every circumstance of our lives.  

This should be a sobering thought for the unbeliever to realize that he cannot escape the presence of God (Ps. 139:7), but a comforting thought for believers to know that he will never leave nor forsake them (Heb. 13:5).  Because God is all-powerful and ever-present and independent of time, He always has time for everyone (contrary to the movie Bruce Almighty staring Jim Carey).  The true and living God can give His full attention to each of us as if we were the only person on earth.  When we come to know and understand this, then we will know with absolute certainty that we are never alone and never outside the area, range, or ability of His care.  
CLOSE:
When we consider that God knows firsthand our weaknesses, our problems, our circumstances, and is personally interested in every moment we spend in time, it should cause us to feel confident, but know that His support is ever-present also.

He is the perfect Counselor (Isa. 9:6) who always has time for everyone simultane-ously.  What an awesome God we serve!  He is personally there, an eyewitness to every activity of our lives and all of angelic and human history.  His desire is that all be saved and received the better things after salvation, but we must be willing to establish a relationship with the Father through the Son (Jn. 14:6).  He said “if you
draw near to Me; I will draw near to you.”  He is present with open arms, now.
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
