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  The Doctrine of Divine Omnipotence

1.  God is limitless in strength, ability and authority: Gen. 17:1; Ps. 24:8; Matt. 28:18. 
2.  He upholds all things by the Word of His power: 1 Chron. 29:11; Ps. 33:9; Heb. 1:3.

3.  He has power to save. The only limitation God ever has on His strength is human 
     negative volition resulting in rejection of the Gospel: Heb. 7:25; John 3:18, 36.

4.  He has power to keep us safe on earth after salvation to accomplish his will: 
     1 Pet. 1:5.

5.  He has power to raise Himself and other believers in resurrection: 1 Cor. 15:20, 23.

6.  He will share His power with the believer: Isa. 40:29, 31; Phil. 4:13.

7.  Each member of the Godhead/Trinity possesses Omnipotence:

     A.  The Father: Mark 14:36; cf. 1 Pet. 1:5
     B.  The Son: Heb. 1:3; cf. Matt. 24:30; 2 Cor. 12:9; Phil. 3:21)

     C.  The Holy Spirit: Rom. 15:9

Series: The Essence of God; (L9) God Is Omnipotent (All-Powerful)

Text:    Psalm 139:13-18; Ephesians 1:19-20; 3:20-21

Introduction:
God’s power is awesome and infinite.  He never gets tired nor does He sleep.  After billions of years He is still not worn out and He never will be.  He will accomplish anything that He wills, but He will never abuse His power and He never wills to accomplish anything contrary to His holy nature.  We need to adjust to that.  Why?
Because God is compassionate, but He is not absurd, irrational, or easily duped. We
Should not expect him to sympathize with our lame excuses that we are too tired to take in His word and fulfill our responsibilities in life.  When we need energy to do His will He will provide that energy.  He never condones giving up. This is why the 

Apostle Paul urges us not to grow weary of well doing because God is provide us not only with renewed energy, but a just reward in due season.

When we start making excuses with regard to following His plan for our lives that is when we become maladjusted to the grace, plan and power of God.  When we truly come to know and understand the source, quality, and quantity of our power, then we need never doubt His ability to keep His promises.  We can be thankful in the face of our own weakness, because we know His strength.  There again Paul
gives us a clue for the need to occasionally go into the valley or endure a temporary storm: 1 Cor. 12:10> “Therefore I am well content with weaknesses, with insults, with distresses, with persecutions, with difficulties, for Christ sake; for when I am weak, then I am strong.”  Certainly the God of creation is able to supply our E need.
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
