LESSON 5:
  PRODUCING PATIENCE TAKES THE WORK OF FAITH
Text: 

  Romans 5:3-5; James 5:7-11
Memory Verse—“You too be patient; strengthen your hearts, for the coming of the Lord is near.” James 5:8 (NASB)



     The Doctrine of Undeserved Suffering

1. Undeserved suffering is pressure, pain, ridicule, injustice, and any harassment that 

    the Christian faces because he is a believer in Christ and/or living in a way that pleases

    God.  He often uses these types of test to intensify spiritual growth (1 Cor. 6:3-10).

2. Even though Paul and Silas both were Roman citizens and had broken no law, they
    were falsely accused, beaten, and imprisoned because they were believers in the Lord 
    living in a way that pleased God (Acts 16).

3. Paul’s faith in God continued to clothe him and encourage him during his second 

    Roman imprisonment, even though he knew he faced physical death because he

    was a believer living Christ’s kind of life (2 Timothy 4:6-8).

4. Believers who endure undeserved suffering through faith application of the Word of

    God are living examples of God’s grace. The fruit of His Spirit and living a life of
    patience and power pleases God (1 Peter 2:19-20). Patience means to work the Word!

5. When we endure undeserved suffering because Christ’s kind of life is living out 

    through us, we ought to rejoice because we have been granted a great privilege

    (1 Peter 4:13-14; Matt. 5:12). It is evidence that we are blessed and abiding in Him .

6. We have God’s promise that if we remain patient that He is working His good out of

    our hard circumstances and will provide the spiritual resources we need (Rom. 8:28).
